Guidelines for Resource Creation
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Story selection

It should be time appropriate.
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* Appropriate language should be used
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It should beinterestingand easytounderstand
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It should arouse curiosity in children
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Story selection

There should be no biases and stereotypes
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Children should be encouraged to think critically, not just
teach them morals
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There should be additional elements such as songs and
rhymes
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Storytelling

* Control the speed of the narration
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* Each character can have a unique voice, tone and
style.
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* Express the feeling, don't say it!
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* Use pauses and emphasize important moments
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e Create different sound effects
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* Engaging students
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Story Recording

* Write the story, read it aloud a few times with your
recording partner to practice.
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* Before recording, it's helpful to add notes to your script
about character emotions and intended pauses.
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* |t Is Important to get natural background noise in the
recording room so allow a few seconds of silence at the
beginning and end of each recording.
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* Mark the time stamp and duration for which
music/sound effect at which time/situation.
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
